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U.S. CHURCH TO ALMATY BIBLE INSTITUTE DONATION TRANSFERS

New Gospel Frontiers (NGF) has arranged a method for churches to financially support Kazakhstan missions work directly with no increased cost.  That is, churches can now send funding directly to the mission field without the need for an intermediate pass-through organization and without needing to implement an international wire transfer.  This approach limits the financial risk involved and eliminates the common 10% - 20% overhead that is charged by intermediate organizations to provide their funding transfer service.

NGF brought the Director of the Almaty Bible Institute (ABI), Alexandr Karyakov, to the U.S. to open an account for ABI at a U.S. bank.  At the end of each month, HSBC bank transfers the combined donations from all sources directly to the Almaty Bible Institute bank, the Turan Alem Bank, in Kazakhstan.  NGF funds all banking and currency exchange rate fees, so that 100% of every donation goes directly to the mission field.

Please follow the instructions below:

1. To provide regular monthly funding to support ABI operations, or to fund a one-time ABI donation need as identified on the NGF website, a church can now mail a check to:

Make the check out to “ABI Director Oleg Korotky”, and in the bottom left “For” line write “Account #457006544” to designate the funding for ABI.  
Please also note whether the funding is intended for “Operations” or identify the one-time donation need to be met with this funding.
2. Alternatively, if a church is set up for electronic banking, they can simply set up an automatic monthly transfer from their church bank to this same account at HSBC using the bill pay feature.
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
